(Half the questions require answers with
did/didn’t.)

Time: 10 minutes

Preparation: • Print out the second and third pages of this file (on stiff paper if possible)
and cut along the dotted lines. This will give you 16 different prompt cards.

• If you have more than 16 students in your class, make an extra copy of one
of the pages and use some of the questions twice.

Procedure: • Write on the board: Yes, I ____________. No, I ____________. Explain that
in this activity they should give truthful answers in this form: Yes + two
words or No + two words.

• Give each student one of the prompt cards. Ask them to stand up, walk
around and talk to one person at a time. At each encounter, each student
should read out the question and check that the other person gives one of
the two possible answers as listed on the card. 

• Take a card yourself and do the exercise with them, so you can be avail-
able to help or make corrections.

• If anyone starts giving negative answers in the long form (such as No, I did
not), point out that this is only done when there is some particular reason
to stress the answer, for instance when one is angry or aggressive.
